READ 
Luke 1:26-38 

DISCUSS 

• What is Mary’s situation at the 
beginning of the passage (v26-27)? 

• Describe the ‘interruption’ she 
receives to her plans (v28-37). How 
do you think you would have felt in 
this situation? How do you think you 
would have responded? 

• How does Mary respond (v38)? 
What are some of the ways this 
response required crazy faith?

REFLECT & APPLY

DISCUSS 
• When was the last time God 

interrupted your plans? What was 
that experience like? 

• What would it look like to be 
attentive to the voice of God so that 
you know when he wants to 
interrupt your plans? 

• Have you ever taken a risk (of your 
reputation, relationships, stability) to 
be obedient to Jesus? How?



Ask God to increase our faith, that we 
would be - like Mary - attentive and 
ready for him to interrupt our plans 
with his own.

Bible consistently the past week? 

• Who is someone you're praying to 
share Jesus with this week, and 
what's one way you can love them 
well?
