READ
Luke 1:50-53

DISCUSS

“He has filled the hungry with good
things, and the rich he has sent away
empty.” Why is this a cause of
rejoicing for Mary?



READ
Luke 1:54-55

DISCUSS

Do you see God's hand in your family
history? How so?



DISCUSS

How can you learn to respond to God
the way Mary did?



Pray Mary's prayer together, thanking
God for what he accomplished not
only in Jesus’ birth, but also in his
death and resurrection. Take time to
meditate on how each line of this
poem is even more meaningful and
applicable to us, who live on the other
side of Christ’s victory over sin and the

grave.
